ASA's open herdbook and rules for
registering Simbrah are flexible to
allow for this SimGenetic hybrid to
thrive in different environments
and for different markets.

We started with Brahman cross and
Red Brangus heifers and bred them
to purebred Simbrah bulls in our ini-
tial breed up program. In recent
years we have bred many of our Sim-
brah females to red Simmental and
SimAngus to improve the carcass
quality, fix the color and produce cat-
tle that will work in all facets of the
beef industry. We are currently calv-
ing the first Brangus females bred to
a high growth, high marbling SimAn-
gus Ultra Dice son for black Simbrah
type SimAngus (3/8 SM 1/2 AN 1/8
BR). We concentrate on producing
Simbrah cattle that contribute posi-
tive traits to the beef industry.
